The NSBA State Marching Band Festival Class AA site will be hosted be at Buell Stadium 

this year.  Directors of Class AA schools voted on possible Lincoln and Omaha sites last 

April.   I want to take this opportunity to thank the band boosters and students for agreeing to 

help with the NSBA State Marching Festival.  It is nice to be performing at home in Omaha, 

but it will be a busy day for all involved.  Thanks so much for volunteering!

Toner Cartridge Recycling 
Toner is an extremely fine powder that Laser Printers and copiers use to fuse paper in making 

prints and copies.  Major manufacturers of toner and printers/copiers have found ways to 

keep the powder from getting allover your hands,  They built containers out of plastic that 

also have dispenser parts built with the container of toner. 

 

These are called Toner Cartridges and HP, Xerox, Canon and others have made these for their 

printers and copiers.  These are recyclable and companies pay money to people who return 

them.  These companies then get money for recycling these cartridges and returning them to 

the manufacturers.   

 

We collect the major brands of these Toner cartridges from businesses and private parties and 

deliver them to a recycler.  The Band Boosters receive funds from this effort.  Please do NOT 

confuse Ink Jet cartridges for what we collect.  They contain liquid ink, not toner. Please drop 

off your Toner Cartridges at school.  Mr. Rathbun and Mrs. Kaiser will direct the students 

where to place them.
