Millard North Band Boosters Newsletter  
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Kim Bainbridge was kind enough to send some statistics regarding band 

students and I wanted to share some of them with you:  band students 

represented 6% of the 2008 graduating class at Millard North.  Based on the 

number of students in band that is not surprising, however consider some of 

the other achievements of these band students:    

23% of the top 10% of the class 

28% of the National Merit Scholars 

33% of the US Presidential Scholarship Candidates 

 

Finally, 69% of graduating band students had a cumulative GPA of 3.5 or 

higher and 82% of graduating band students received academic 

scholarships.  It is important to remember what a great group of students we 

have. 

 

To support these great students, we provided activities such as the pool 

party, Premier Night Pot Luck and the lock-in.  We outfitted the students 

with uniforms, hauled equipment to football games and competitions, 

provided water at all the performances, raised money by selling pizza 

coupons, provided cookies and candy bags on the buses, and made sure 

there were chaperones on all the bus trips. 

 

In addition, last year we purchased new timpani drums that were put to use 

during this yearôs marching season.  This year, we provided much needed 

mallets and trap trays. 

 

This past month, we helped to coordinate a drumline performance at the 

Firestone Tire grand opening, which resulted in a $1,000 donation to help 

provide a new percussion cabinet. 

 

Although marching season is over, our work continues throughout the year.
