F Freshmen uniform fittings will be Tuesday, August 3rd & Thursday, August 5th from 6-8:15pm.  Fresh-

men who canôt make it these dates can come Tuesday, July 6 or Tuesday, July 13, from 6-8:45pm.  Par-

ents, please come with your child so that we can explain some details about the uniform and answer any 

questions you may have.  (These dates are tentative, so please watch the website for changes!)  If you 

cannot come on one of these nights, please call Tammy Coughlin- 896-2971, Denise Mazour-697-0874 

or Karen Fulton-697-9410 to make other arrangements. Students should avoid taking Driverôs Ed at 

times that conflict with band activities such as Band Camp and the Marching season. 

F Private music instruction is encouraged.  There are many qualified instructors in our area.  Contact one of 

the Band Directors if you need help finding an instructor. 

F Students can and do participate in band and sports, the IB program, etc.  If you are concerned about 

scheduling conflicts or workload issues, please talk to one of the directors. 

Other Important Information  



Marching Band All students participate in the marching band.  Freshmen participate 

in parades, select pre-game performances and pep band at football games.  They will 

learn marching fundamentals along with performing a half-time show at a football game. 

Color Guard is part of our marching band. It visually enhances what the Band presents 

during half time and field shows.  They rehearse each morning with the marching band.  

They also rehearse on Tuesday evenings (during marching season) from 6-8pm.  The Color Guard 

is open to all MNHS students in grades 9-12.  Students already in band may audition. 

 

Concert Bands All students participate in concert bands.  Concert band begins 

after marching season and lasts until the end of the school year.  There are three 

concert bands at Millard North: Concert Band (grades 2-4 literature/~80-90 mem-

bers), Symphonic Band (grades 3-5 literature/~65-75 members) and Wind Ensem-

ble (grades 4-6 literature/~40-45 members).   

 

Students are placed in an ensemble through live auditions with one of the band di-

rectors held in the Spring at the middle schools.  Audition dates and music will be given to the stu-

dents for preparation prior to auditions.  Freshmen placed in a higher band will attend the Fresh-

man band period during first semester.  Any necessary schedule changes are made prior to the start 

of 2nd semester.  Changes usually donôt cause problems as they are anticipated due to the early 

auditions. 

 

Pep Band All  students are required to participate in Pep Band.  Students 

are divided into two groups (Blue & Silver Pep) and are required to play at 

half of the home basketball games (approx. 3-4 games each).  The two 

groups usually alternate games.  There is no audition process for Pep Band. 

 

Jazz Band Jazz Band is open to all students who play a jazz band instrument.  

Auditions for the Jazz Band(s) occur in October and are by tape auditions.  

(Audition information will be announced during band class).  Rehearsals are usually 

at 7 am in the band room.  

 

Orchestra Most band instruments are needed for Orchestra and students may audition if 

interested.  Auditions are usually held in the Fall by the Orchestra Director.  (Audition in-

formation will be announced during band class).  Band students typically attend Orchestra 

rehearsals once a week during first hour. 

 

Solo/Chamber Ensemble Students are encouraged to enhance their playing through these op-

tional activities.  Various opportunities information will be announced during band class.  Some 

opportunities include Elkhorn Band Olympics (9th-10th graders),  honor bands and District Music 

Contest. 

 

Student Leadership Students have the opportunity of being selected to serve in various leader-

ship roles such as section leaders, leadership team and as drum majors.  These students attend regu-

lar meetings, conduct sectional rehearsals and assist with the general operation of the band.
